Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
 “Listen well to this.  When I first came to Ars, there was a man who never passed the 
church without going in.  In the morning on his way to work, and in the evening on his way home, 
he left his spade and pickaxe on the porch, and he spent a long time in adoration before the 
Blessed Sacrament.  Oh!  How I loved to see that!  I asked him once what he said to Our Lord 
during the long visits he made Him.  Do you know what he told me?  ‘Eh, Monsieur le Curé I say 
nothing to Him, I look at Him and He looks at me!’  How beautiful, my children, how beautiful!” 
 
 This quote is attributed to Saint Jean Vianney, the Curé of Ars, and it speaks of the beauty 
of devotion in prayer to the Real Presence of Jesus Christ in the Blessed Sacrament, which is 
reserved here at the church in the tabernacle at all times.  The practice of reservation of the 
Blessed Sacrament outside of Mass began in the very early days of the church, for the sake of 
bringing Communion to the sick.  After Emperor Constantine ended the persecution of Christians 
in A.D. 313, construction of churches began and the reserved Eucharist for the sick was kept in 
the church, usually around and above the church altar.  This encouraged personal prayer in the 
presence of the reserved Host.  During the Middle Ages, the practice of public liturgies, such as 
Eucharistic processions and extended exposition of the Blessed Sacrament developed, and these 
devotions continue to the present.   
 
 Here at St. Andrew’s, we celebrate simple Exposition and Adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament with Benediction every Tuesday and Thursday morning, beginning at 8am, with 
Benediction at 8:45.  On Wednesday afternoon, there is a Holy Hour of Exposition and Adoration 
beginning at 4:30pm, with the Holy Rosary and the Litany of the Holy Name prayed in common, 
with Benediction at 5:30.  Confessions are heard during each of these times as well. 
 
 If we are to one day receive our final end, which is to live with God eternally in heaven, we 
must learn to spend time with him here on earth.  Spending time with Jesus in His presence in the 
Blessed Sacrament is one of the best ways we have to do this.  And so, I highly encourage you to 
take the example of the man described by St. John Vianney, who stopped by the church every day 
before and after his work.  If you can join us on Tuesday and Thursday morning, even for just a 
few minutes before work, please stop in to offer prayers and thanksgiving to the Lord in the 
Blessed Sacrament.  Or come by Wednesday afternoons to join in our prayers and receive the 
blessing of the Lord in Benediction.  And remember, the church is open for prayer Monday 
through Fridays from 7am to 4pm.  The Lord Jesus, Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity, is present 
here, ready to hear your prayers, and to offer you his loving presence.
