Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
ɈThe next day John again was standing with two of his disciples, and as he watched Jesus walk by, he 
exclaimed, ɄLook, here is the Lamb of God!Ʌ  The two disciples heard him say this, and they followed 
Jesus.  When Jesus turned and saw them following, he said to them, ɄWhat are you looking for?Ʌ  They 
said to him, ɄRabbiɅ (which translated means Teacher), Ʉwhere are you staying?Ʌ  He said to them, 
ɄCome and see.Ʌɉ  John 1 35-39.  
 
Come and see.  This encounter between Christ the Lord and his ɲrst disciples (one of whom is our 
patron, Andrew) lays down a pattern for all discipleship.  Jesus invites each one of us into relationship 
with him, to know him personally, as he has known us.  This is the essence of discipleship to this day, 
and Jesus calls each one of us here at St. AndrewɅs into deeper relationship with him just as he invited 
Andrew to stay with him that day.  To be a disciple of Jesus is to remain with him in intimate 
friendship. 
 
This growth in our relationship with Jesus takes place in a number of ways.  First, we grow in our 
relationship with Christ when we gather together to pray and to celebrate the Sacraments of the 
Church, receiving the Sacraments regularly and in good conscience.  We grow in our friendship with 
Christ when we hear his Word in the Sacred Scriptures, devoting ourselves to the sacred page and 
then ordering our lives according to the Wisdom we ɲnd there.  And we also grow in our relationship 
with Christ when we devote ourselves to the study of our faith.  The Catholic faith is vast and complex, 
with a long and vital history, a profound intellectual and spiritual tradition, and has been the 
fountainhead of the great artistic streams of Western history, having an immeasurable inɳuence on 
music, painting, sculpture, and architecture.  ϥf we devoted our whole lives exclusively to the study of 
the faith, we could never unearth all her riches.   
 
But for many, the last time they study the faith at all is during their Conɲrmation program, which is 
usually completed by the 8th grade.  ϥmagine trying to succeed at any endeavor in life with only the 
knowledge and skills you possessed in middle school!  We use the phrase Ɉpracticing the faith,ɉ 
because we must be always doing just that.  We must be constantly growing in the faith, constantly 
learning the faith, constantly growing in prayer and devotion.   
 
And so, to that end, beginning this fall, we will begin to oϜer an ongoing program of faith formation, 
Come and See.  This program will be the primary means of preparing those adults who wish to be 
received into the Church through the Right of Christian ϥnitiation of Adults, but is by no means limited 
to that purpose.  Come and See will be open to any who wish to continue the journey of learning and 
growing in the faith.  We will cover many topics and feature a variety of catechists.  Further 
information on schedule and classes will be available soon, both in our bulletin and on our website.  ϥt 
is my hope that this program will be an opportunity for us all to hear and heed the call of the Lord to 
enter more deeply into our relationship with him.  The Lord is calling to us all, inviting us: Come, and 
see!

For people 
who have just witnessed a miracle, the response is who have just witnessed a miracle, the response is 
strangely marked by ingratitude. "What can you do? Our strangely marked by ingratitude. "What can you do? Our 
ancestors ate manna in the desert."

 A pesar del éxito de sus esfuerzos misioneros, Margil 
fue un hombre humilde que nunca quiso enorgullecerse 
de sus victorias. Solía ɲrmar sus cartas Ɉla misma nadaɉ 
recordando así que Dios es todo y uno no es nada, 
porque la misión, en ɲn, es de Dios, uno es sólo un 
instrumento.
