Dear Friends in Christ,

On Monday, January 22nd, the Church in the United States will observe a Day of Prayer for the Legal
Protection of Unborn Children. This annual observance is part of the Church’s response to the reality of
abortion on demand, which has enjoyed the protection of law in the United States since the Supreme
Court decisions in Roe v Wade and Doe v Bolton, issued on January 22nd, 1973.

What has been the result of those decisions? There have been more than 60 million abortions in the
United States since 1973. That means there are 60 million fewer of our fellow citizens, 60 million fewer
of our friends and colleagues, brothers and sisters, sons and daughters, than there should be. Each of
these was a child of God, created in His image and likeness, innocent and deserving of life. These
innocents were destroyed in their mother’s womb, and often for no more reason than that they were
perceived as an inconvenience. This is the epitome of what Pope Saint John Paul Il called the Culture of
Death.

How do we as Catholic Christians respond to such an atrocity? How do we witness to a Culture of
Death?

That is the purpose of the Day of Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children: to offer a concrete
counter-witness of the sanctity of human life to those who are persuaded that certain kinds of human
beings are disposable, to create a prayerful witness to Life in the face of a Culture of Death. The Church
calls each of us to participate in this day through the penitential practices of prayer, fasting and
almsgiving. Resolve now to give yourself in some way to this prayer and penance for an end to the evil
of abortion in our country.

In Evangelium Vitae, The Gospel of Life, John Paul II wrote, “A great prayer for life is urgently needed, a
prayer which will rise up throughout the world. Through special initiatives and in daily prayer, may an
impassioned plea rise to God, the Creator and lover of life, from every Christian community, from every
group and association, from every family and from the heart of every believer.” This coming Monday,
may all our hearts and voices be lifted up in an impassioned plea to our Father, that abortions may
cease, that those who support abortion on demand may experience a conversion of mind and heart, that
mothers and families may always be supported, and for the Lord’s mercy upon us all.

"So they left their father Zebedee in the boat along with the hired men and followed him." What did
Zebedee think about all of this? His sons and his partners, James and John, suddenly left their post a
followed Jesus. So there he stood in the boat with a crew of employees, but not one of his sons. We can't he
but wonder whether Zebedee was in favor of this promise that his heirs would become "fishers of men." Mc
likely, this event was the cause of some familial tension.

Throughout the Gospels, Jesus instructs us to love and serve others for the love of God. But the Lord :
makes it clear that our devotion to him is meant to trump our devotion to anytahmgneelse. For our

part, we are called to allow this divine allegiance to exist in those we love, even when it means a sacrifice fo
us as well. Parents for example, like Zebedee, are called to encourage their children to follow the Lord's cal
A son or daughter's vocation to religious life certainly exemplifies this kind of sacrifice for a parent who migh
have had a different plan in mind. But in truth every son and daughter has a vocation from God and parents
have the opportunity to support and assist their children as they seek to hear and follow God's special plat
for their lives.

We don't know for sure how Zebedee responded to the vocation of his sons, but we know that James and Jo
were counted among the Twelve Apostles and that their devotion and dedication helped to spread the Gospe
to the ends of the earth. Regardless of what he might have thought as he stood in that boat, we can be quit
sure that looking back now, Zebedee can rejoice heartily in the choice of his sons to leave their nets ar
follow Christ.
